So 

when the curtain rises on ñThe Music 

Manò at the Jewish Federation of 

Manchester on Sept. 25, Ovid will be 

on stage, crooning away as a member 

of the chorus. 

 

But thereôll be no dancing this time 

out  (this third musical with the Man-

chester Community Theater Players) 

because he is recuperating from an 

ankle infection.  The ailing leg, how-

ever, wonôt keep Ovid who lives in 

Hooksett and is a member of Temple 

Adath Yeshurun, from ñmoving 

around the stageò with the other cho-

rus people. 

 

Too, the retired dentist-teacher admits, 

his voice isnôt as good as it was when 

he performed in his dental school cho-

rus or when he appeared with a com-

munity theater in Queens, New York, 

from 1952 to 1971.  But he ñloves 

being on stage with such superbly-

talented people,ò he said. ñI guess Iôm 

just a (kosher) ham at heart.ò 

 

Except for his age, Ovid is typical of 

many people involved in community 

theater.

ñWe hope to receive many positive replies and that thus will become an an-

nual event,ò Rabbi Davidson said. 

We will still need some new hard-

ware, but that too will come with 

time. 

 

The teachers who attended CAJE 

this year have come back renewed 

and energized with fresh ideas and 

the enthusiasm has spread across 

the teaching staff. Great ideas are 

always very contagious. I invite 

everyone to come to the school and 

look into the classrooms to see 

how bright and cheerful the rooms 

look. 

 

Our school theme this year is 

based on a tzedakah project I 

found at CAJE in a session called 

ñTech-Kun Olam.ò Pretty catchy, 

huh!  It was about the social action 

and tzedakah projects that you can 

find on the web. One that really 

got my attention was sponsored by 

the rock group, Five for Fighting, 

and their song ñWhat Kind of 

World Do You Want?ò  So this year 

our theme. Is ñLetôs Have a World 

Where Hunger Ends.ò The school as

Each month we introduce a 

member of the TAY Board of   Di-

rectors. This month it is Jet Gold-

berg,  First Vice President and Per-

sonnel Chairperson. 

 

Since Jet Goldberg knows that she is 

ñgood at organization,ò when the 

chairmanship of the personnel com-

mittee opened up last year, she vol-

unteered for the post.  She had 

joined TAYôs board four years ago, 

and initially served as adult educa-

tion director. But convinced that 

ñthings needed to happen,ò   she 

sought the challenging job. 

 

Although Jet, the first vice president 

of the executive board, knew that 

while some policies already were in 

place, little ñwas in writing.ò  she 

said.  To run more efficiently, the 

Temple which ñis a business, after 

all,ò had to formalize rules and 

regulations: draw up job descrip-

tions, codify office procedures and 

institute performance evaluations. 

 

In their first year, Jet and her com-

mittee colleagues -- Steve Rothstein, 

Marty Baroff and Rochelle Lindner 

-- accomplished many of their goals: 

Who does what and how was de-

cided upon; methods for assessing 

an employeeôs effectiveness were 

created, and the committee even 

introduced a system of work-order 

forms. 

 

This year, her fourth and final year 

on the board, ñwe will monitor 

things, see how it all goes. There is 

still work that should  be done, but 

weôve addressed things glaringly 

needed,ò Jet said. 

 

Born in Manhattan but reared in 

towns throughout Massachusetts, Jet 

is the oldest of six children raised by 

a single mother. ñWe always cele-

brated Passover and Hanukah,ò she 

said, and when she was in third 

grade her great grandparents paid 

her tuition to Hebrew school. 

  

 ñIt was one of the worst experiences 

of my life,ò Jet recalled. òWe were 

poor and the people were extremely 

cruel to me. After that I wanted noth-

ing to do with Jews or Judaism.ò 

 

Working her way, mostly as a wait-

ress, through Brandeis she majored in 

psychology with a minor in math. Her 

masterôs degree in counseling and 

psychotherapy came later from Rivier 

College. After a series of jobs in men-

tal health, for the past 13 years she has 

been the director of the Wellness Cen-

ter at Southern New Hampshire Uni-

versity. 

  

A short-lived marriage to a local po-

liceman brought her to Manchester 

where she met her second husband, 

Steven Goldberg. ñHe was Jewish,ò 

she said, òso we ended up Jewish. It 

didnôt mater to me and we were mar-

ried at TAY in 1983.ò 

 

The couple would occasionally attend 

services and though it ñwas all pretty 

foreign to me and I felt uncomfort-

able,ò she said, Fran and Steve Short 

were ñalways so welcomingò that they 

finally joined in 1988. 

ñSince we made a decision to raise our 

children Jewish, we needed to be in-

volved as Jews,ò Jet said. She joined 

Sisterhood, became its treasurer and 

served on the adult education and pro-

grams committees. Eventually, except 

for helping as a parent with MANTY  

because her daughters (Rebekah who 

now works in human resources, and 

Liz, a junior at Roger Williams Col-

lege) were both very involved,  Jetôs  

increasing professional duties and 

other volunteer work lead her  to cur-

tail her TAY activities. 

 

After her husband died in 2003 she 

became involved at Temple again and 

while she ñnever desired to be on the 

board because I like to do things be-

hind the scenes,ò she agreed to join it. 

ñYou just canôt complain; you have to 

be willing to work to change things,ò 

she said. 

 

Now, she is completely comfortable at 

Temple, she said. ñGiven my back-

ground, itôs ironicò and, though she 

never formally studied Hebrew, she 

ñcan even lead services,ò she said...

  Recalling Traditions 

By Sheldon ñBudò Baron 

 

At the age of 79, as many 

people on committees with 

me usually complain, I tend to 

look at my past experiences in 

order to go forward. 

 

Well, hereôs looking back. I 

was born and brought up in 

Dorchester, and Roxbury, 

Massachusetts, an area so 

heavily populated with Jewish 

families that it was relatively 

a Jewish ghetto.  During the 

30ôs and 40ôs  this area was 

also known as Boston Ward 

14 ï ñthe Jewish Wardò - and 

the city councilors, naturally, 

were Jewish with names like 

Ansel  and Rosenberg. This 

was odd in a city whose po-

litical system  was almost 

completely filled by the Irish. 

The population was so Jewish 

I did not get to meet a non- 

Jewish person as a peer until I 

was in junior high school 

 

In this community, as the 

High Holidays approached, 

there was an unquestionable 

mystical air of awe and re-

spect developed through gen-

 erations of tradition.  When you 

spoke about Judaism, you spoke 

in ultimate reverent tones. 

 

Most of the residents were first 

generation immigrants from 

Eastern Europe who spoke Eng-

lish and were able to read He-

brew and speak Yiddish. Some 

times the Yiddish was a second 

language, although with some it 

was the first language  

 

As Rosh HaShannah ap-

proached, the Blue Hill Avenue 

fish and butcher stores (not 

shoppes) became well-stocked 

with white fish for gefilte fish, 

briskets and pullets (egg laying 

chickens for making soup and 

chicken fat). The excitement of 

shopping for the High Holidays 

could be compared to the 

Christmas shopping season. 

 

The two main shuls in this area 

were on Woodrow Avenue, 

across the street from each 

other.  One was Litvisher  

(congregants from Lithuania); 

the other was Rushisher 

(congregants from Russia). 

They were both Orthodox. 

 

On the days of the holidays, 

everybody walked to shul in 

their nicest clothes: men in their 

wool suits and women in their 

finest dresses. Women, who 

were not counted in services, 

arrived at shul later than the 

men and left earlier to make 

sure the yontif meal was on the 

table when the men arrived 

home.   

 

 The services were completely in 

Hebrew and  most people recited 

the liturgy by rote, not really  

knowing what they were reading.  

But this was the tradition and few 

questioned it. 

 

 Since this was before air condi-

tioning, sometimes the shuls were 

hot and maybe a little smelly.  

During services, there were 

probably as many people standing 

outside in the middle of the street 

as there were inside.   The police 

would block the street from traf-

fic. But that was okay; it was tra-

dition. 

 

The rabbis gave their sermons  in 

Yiddish  and on Yom Kippur they 

auctioned off the aliyahs to raise 

money.   Few people actually 

were members of a shul. Rather, 

the  income came from the board 

of directors, who generally were 

the wealthy people in the commu-

nity and raised money by going 

around the table at a board meet-

ing. Also, the sale of holiday seats 

was a major  source of income 

and the front rows were the most 

expensive. (Try to get people to 

sit in the front row at TAY now!)  

It was good marketing  because  it 

played to the egos of people who 

wanted to be seen. 

 

ñFiddler on the Roofò  described 

it best, especially for those times,

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Why did we practice Judaism 

the way we did?  It was tradi-

tion   

As a pre-teen at that time I 

found the High  Holidays ex-

citing. I usually got a new suit 

and shoes;  was  able to take 

off  from school easily be-

cause everybody in the school 

was Jewish;  my mother made 

the house special for the holi-

days, and  family came to 

visit.  However, despite all of 

this, the actual services were 

uncomfortable and uninspir-

ing 

 

But, weôve come a long way, 

baby,  Thirty - one years ago, 

I became a Reform Jew at 

Temple Adath Yeshurun 

where attending services be-

came a joy rather than a 

chore; where  I saw my chil-

dren sit through and partici-

pate in  the complete service, 

and where I  learned more 

about Judaism than I had in 

all my previous  years.   

 

To all, a very Happy and 

Healthy New Year.

Take the Feldmann family of London-

derry, who belong to Temple Beth 

Abraham in Nashua, for example.  

Bob, the father, an engineer; Marcia, 

the mother, a caterer; Deena, 9, and 

Eli, 7, merely followed Molly, 11, 

who is in her third show with the com-

pany.  And Molly got there simply 

because her parents met Alan Kaplan, 

the musicalôs director, at a party where 

he urged parents to bring their kids to 

auditions for the ñfunòñof it. 

 

óI like singing and dancing,ò said 

Molly who does not take lessons in 

either art. ñIôm in the chorus in school 

and not the band, mostly because 

thereôs too much homework in band.ò 

 

Her dad built sets for the production; 

her siblings, for the first time, are in 

the childrenôs chorus (along with two 

five-year-olds), and her mom helped 

paint the set and is the ñofficial chauf-

feurò for all of them. ñItôs a family 

thing, just for fun,ò said Bob. 

 

Besides entertaining the public, at-

tracting such wide and varied partici-

pation is an important by-product of 

Community Theater, said Alan. Kap-

lan. The showôs director, Alan is a 

cardiologist-internist in real life and a 

veteran of the community and profes-

sional theater scene who has appeared 

with and directed for companies 

throughout the area. 

 

The current company, which Alan  

heads, dates back to 2005 and has 

goals that go beyond traditional com-

munity theater, he said.  Since it is 

based at the Federation which benefits 

from the productions, MCTP must 

also help build the Jewish community 

by involving people from all congre-

gations in the state as either partici-

pants or audience members. Through 

the productions members of the 

community-atïlarge can come to 

a place of Jewish life and be part 

of excellence in the performing 

arts, he continued. Finally, Alan 

pointed out ñhere we have the 

opportunity to expose others to 

our Jewish values and share our 

traditions.ò 

 

Each year, the company puts on 

four to six shows : a large-cast 

musical that attracts the most 

participants and largest audi-

ences; a childrenôs show, an edu-

cational piece, a production that 

is new to New Hampshire and 

two shows with its professional 

division. 

 

While not exactly Jewish-

themed, Alan, a member of 

TAY, conceded, ñThe Music 

Manò works in other ways. It has 

a cast of 55 and a production 

crew of 12. Many (including 

Neil Singer of Goffstown, a 

TAY member, who will appear 

with his quartet). are drawn from 

synagogues throughout the state.  

 

The Jewish values will be ex-

plored in ñThe Other Side of the 

Fence,ò a childrenôs play about 

tolerance that will be jointly pre-

sented by the Federation pre-

school and the Religious School 

of Temple Adath Yeshurun next 

March. This yearôs professional 

show will be the acclaimed mu-

sical, ñFalsettosò which deals 

with AIDS. 

 

ñThe Music Manò comes march-

ing into Federation on Sept. 25 

to begin a five-performance run 

through Oct. 5.
